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We are feeling the need to remind parents how important
it is to read at home with your child. In Nursery and
Reception, reading a story to your child should be
something that happens every day. It only takes a few
minutes and is really important in building their spoken
vocabulary and developing their love of reading. It
becomes ever more important for you to dedicate 10
minutes a day to reading with them ( either hearing them
read to you, or you reading to them) when they are in Key
Stage 1. In Years 3 and 4, listening to them read gives you
the opportunity to discuss the book’s theme or the words
they don’t know, and by the time they are in Years 5 and 6
you might find that you get into their books yourselves! It’s
all good!

Developing your child’s love of reading, enjoyment of
books, independent reading skills and comprehension of
the text is a key part of parenting as well as of teaching. It
is a fundamental part of any child’s learning and research
has shown that children who regularly read are at a higher
chance of achieving in all areas of the curriculum, not just
in Literacy.
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As we come to the end of this very long term, | have been
reflecting on what makes this school so special, and have
realised that of course it is the people. Asin mostschools all
the staff here work very hard to ensure we make the very best
provision for the children, but | believe it is the relationships
with the children and the families that is quite unique. We do
seem to work well together, and although there may be bumps
along the way, those relationships are key to our successes.
Thank you for your support, good wishes and gifts; it makes us
all feel very appreciated. It’s still a wonderful place to be.
